New Ticketing System for Food & Beverage During
Grand Old Day

This year, Grand Old Day will include a food ticket program to support the festival and re-
spond to recent increases in production expenses and reduction of sponsorship revenue.
Without implementing a ticket program it would be difficult to produce future Grand Old Day
events. This will impact any Grand Avenue business selling food/beverages in the street or
on sidewalks during Grand Old Day.

* There is NO percentage fee related to this new program.

e This new funding source is based on $1 from every sheet of tickets purchased
going back to support Grand Avenue and the future of Grand Old Day.

e What this means for Food/Beverage Vendors is that each ticket is worth 50¢.

* At the close of Grand Old Day, businesses will be reimbursed a value of 50¢
per ticket collected based on the audited count of the tickets. Reimbursement
will be by check.

* At the end of the event, businesses will bundle tickets in quantities of 100 ($50 P
value per bundle). All processing will be done during the scheduled check-out
time.

¢ Tickets must be bundled prior to check-out.

* This does not impact beverages or food sold in the festival gardens. Festival
garden businesses are encouraged to accept tickets as a measure of costumer
service. Festival garden businesses will receive face value for all tickets turned
in.

The City’s zoning code regulates the number of off-street .
parking spaces that must be provided when establishing or
expanding land uses, as well as the design of parking

lots. In May 2009, the Saint Paul Planning Commission initi-
ated a zoning study to consider amendments to Saint
Paul’s off-street parking requirements and design stan-
dards. After extensive review and discussion, and a series
of public and stakeholder input meetings in October and
November, City staff prepared a set of draft revisions.

All comments concerning the zoning text amendments will
be heard at the January 22, 2010 public hearing at the
Planning Commission.
